1. The Chairman advised that he and the Vice Chairman had
attended a Liaison meeting earlier in the day to get an update on
the travellers. It would appear that the RBWM are getting their
act together in terms of the eviction next year. They are
preparing a detailed questionnaire for each family to complete.

2. Pool Lane is still a possible option for an extension site for two
families. David Lee advised that he has photographs of the
flooded area where the proposed Pool Lane extension may be
sited.

3. David Lee asked if Mrs Railton our local historian had
photographs of Viners as it currently is before the bulldozers
move in and raise it to the ground. The Chairman was fairly
